Give Back While You Shop

This document describes opportunities to give back to Countryside as you shop. The following entities are covered in this document - Harris Teeter, Bi-Lo, Food Lion, Target, Tyson and Box Tops For Education.

Harris Teeter- Together in Education (TIE) Program

Harris Teeter’s Together In Education (TIE) program is a fund raising program for schools (public or private- preschool through 12th grade) in our communities. When customers purchase select Harris Teeter Brand products using their VIC card, Harris Teeter contributes a percentage of those purchase dollars to the schools of their choice. Schools use the money as they see fit on anything from basic supplies to band equipment or computers.  This program does not interfere with anyone’s VIC savings or cost you any money!

What should I do?

1. You can link your VIC Card in one of three ways:

A. Simply give the cashier your VIC Card and the school's TIE number during checkout.  The 

TIE number for Countryside is 3149.  

B. You can also link your card online by going to http://www.harristeeter.com/community/together_in_education/link_to_your_school.aspx
      You will asked to provide your contact information along with your VIC card number and our 

      school code.  The school code for Countryside is 3149.

      C. You can email the coordinator, Ken Hagood, your last name and the 1st eleven digits of   

       your VIC Card number (Example 41232166112).  Your last name must match the name that 

       Harris Teeter has on file for you.  Ken Hagood’s email address is kenhagood@bellsouth.net.  

       If emailing your information, please place VIC Card Info in the subject line.

2. This one time sign up process must take place each school year. Countryside is linked to your VIC card until May 31.  If you have already had a VIC card that was linked to 3149, it is time to relink.  This can be done starting as early as August 1.

3. Harris Teeter Customers living in other areas can link to Countryside.  Grandparents, other family members, alumni and friends of the school can sign up at their local Harris Teeter and still earn money for Countryside.

Harris Teeter Together in Education Milk Challenge
The Milk Challenge Program allows you to earn cash for the school by collecting caps from Harris Teeter Brand and Hunter Farms Brand half gallon or gallon containers of milk. This is the final year that Harris Teeter will be doing the milk challenge.  

What should I do?
1. Save the caps from any flavor of Harris Teeter Brand or Hunter Farms gallon or half gallon milk container which are designated with an “H” on the cap.

2. Send these caps to school and the school can earn up to $1,000.

3. Your school coordinator, Ken Hagood , will submit the collected milk caps to Harris Teeter for processing and verification.  Each milk cap is worth $.05.  Schools must reach a $25 minimum amount earned in order to receive a check.  This equates to a minimum of 500 milk caps.  As of December 18, 2008, we have 243 milk caps.

4. This is the final year that Harris Teeter will be doing the milk challenge.  Please submit by June 4, 2009 so that the coordinator can have it postmarked by the June 8th deadline.

Bi-Lo Boosterplus Program

Bi-Lo’s boosterplus program is an easy, convenient way for you to support your favorite school, church or non-profit organization (supporting children, education or hunger relief) by simply purchasing groceries, something we all have to do!  Organizations earn money by distributing their enrollment forms to their supporters and instructing them to scan the form one time with their BONUSCARD® the next time they shop at BI-LO. One percent of their purchases (excluding, but without limitation, money orders, gift cards, Western Union, postage stamps, and lottery tickets) will be given to the organization(s) the person has chosen. 


What should I do?
1. Countryside will provide you with an enrollment form. To enroll, give the cashier the enrollment form and your BONUSCARD®.  The cashier will scan the enrollment form and BONUSCARD® in order to link Countryside to your BONUSCARD®. You only need to do this once every program year. This will enroll you with Countryside until May 31. 

2. Enrollment opens on July 1 and closes April 30 each year. All enrollments are effective on the first day of every month following enrollment. For example, people enrolling in September will begin earning money for their organization in October.
3. You may shop at any BI-LO location of your choice and your selected organization(s) will receive 1% of your purchases. Grandparents, other family members, alumni and friends of the school can sign up at their local Bi-Lo and still earn money for Countryside.
Food Lion – Lion Shop and Save Program

Each time you shop at Food Lion and use your MVP Card . a portion of your total grocery purchase will be donated to Countryside.  Please help Countryside by linking your MVP card and shopping at Food Lion. Food Lion does not require an annual relink like Harris Teeter and Bi-Lo.  However, Food Lion does require a minimum of 25 MVP Cards linked in order to participate.

What should I do?

1. Please go to http://www.foodlion.com/IntheCommunity/ShopAndShare/
2. Click on Select Organization
3. To Find Countryside, Select State NC
4. Select City Charlotte
5. Select Organization  Countryside Montessori
6. Click OK

7. Now click on Add MVP Cards
8. You will have to enter the following: 

· All 12 digits of your MVP Card Number

· First name

· Last name

· Phone number.

9. Click on Next

10. Click on Finished if you are done.  (If you have another MVP Card to enter, Click on Add Another.)

Target – Take Charge of Education (TCOE) Program

Through the Take Charge of Education Program, Target donates an amount up to 1% of REDcard purchases made at Target and Target.com.  If you’re shopping at Target anyway please consider getting one of the following REDcards:

1. Target Check Card – It is not a credit card.  The Target Check Card draws right from your existing checking account.  This card works just like your debit card.  You swipe it through the machine when you check out at Target, then you input your PIN number.  You can also get up to $40 cash back from your checking account.

2. Target Visa Credit Card – A credit card which can be used everywhere Visa credit cards are accepted.

3. Target Credit Card - A credit card which can be used online at Target.com and at Target stores.

Every dollar that you spend on your REDcard at Target equals one point. (If using the Target Visa Credit Card outside of Target, then every two dollars you spend will equal one point.)  Every time you hit 1,000 points, you will earn 10% off an entire day of shopping at Target.  

What should I do?

1. To link your REDcard to Countryside please do one of the following:

· Call 1-800-316-6142     (The Target School ID for Countryside is 27625.)

or

· Go to www.target.com/tcoe
· Select the Enroll Take Charge for Education Button

· To find our school, simply scroll down to where it says Target School ID and enter 27625
Then select the Search button.

· Countryside Montessori School should be displayed.  Select the Select This School button.

· You will then need to enter in your First Name, Last Name and REDcard Number then select the Complete Enrollment button.

2. Target donates one percent (1%) of all Target Check Card purchases made at a Target store. Target also donates one percent (1%) of all Target Visa  Credit Card and Target Credit Card purchases made at a Target store or at Target.com.

3. Target donates one-half percent (1/2%) of your Target Visa Card purchases made outside of Target.

4. Grandparents, alumni, neighbors and friends can take part, too.   (They don't even have to be local residents.)

5. Target will track purchases and will distribute the accumulated donations to schools in March and September.   There are no limits on the amount of money that the school can receive.

Tyson Project A+™

Tyson Project A+ is a special program sponsored by Tyson Foods, Inc. The program is designed to help schools earn extra money quickly and easily. The money may be used in any way the school chooses.  In your grocer’s freezer section, look for Tyson products that display the Project A+ logo. For a complete list of all the products please go to: www.tyson.com/projectaplus/labels/products/default.asp. 

What should I do?
1. Clip and save labels from Tyson products that feature the Project A+ logo. When sending in labels, please cut on the dotted line and send in the entire panel.

2. Turn in the labels at Countryside.  

3. The coordinator, Ken Hagood, will redeem them for cash from Tyson.  Each label is worth 24¢.  Tyson Project A+ is an ongoing program. Labels may be turned in at any time during the year. 

4. The maximum number of labels a school can redeem in one year is 50,000.  Therefore the maximum amount that Countryside can earn is $12,000.

5. Tyson Foods imposes no restrictions on the use of Project A+ funds. A school may use its earned funds for supplies, equipment, special events, pizza parties, band uniforms or however it wants.

6. At one time, Tyson gave us the ability to view our school’s current redemption progress.  Tyson was discontinued this function so we will track our own progress.

Box-Tops For Education

Clip Box Tops coupons from hundreds of participating products found in your local grocery store and send them to your school. (For a complete list, go to http://www.boxtops4education.com/AboutBoxTops/Products.aspx  Once there click on Download complete list of products.)  

Countryside earns 10¢ for each Box Top redeemed. Twice each year, Box Tops will send Countryside a check worth 10¢ for each Box Top redeemed, up to $20,000.

What should I do?
1. Clip Box Tops from hundreds of your favorite products. 

2. Trim Box Tops and place them in the Box Tops 4 Education Boxes located in Toddler House,       Prosperity Church Campus or with Katie Miller.

3. Jennifer Safranek, our Box Tops Coordinator, will send the collect Box Tops to Box Tops for Education.  Jennifer can be contacted at jcsafranek@yahoo.com
4. Twice each year, Box tops will send our school a check worth $.10 for each Box Tops redeemed, up to $20,000,

5. Box Tops coupons that have been defaced, mutilated, forged or in any way altered will not be accepted, nor will any Betty Crocker catalog points or UPC symbols.

6. Box Tops coupons submitted after their printed expiration date are considered void and will not be honored.
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
